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An Interview With
(Janetstown Shetland Sheepdogs)
Author of the book: ‘Shetland Sheepdogs — The Sheltie’
President of The English Shetland Sheepdog Club
Hello Jan

Thank You for chatting with me for ‘Global Shelties Magazine’

Q. Jan, did you grow up with dogs as a child?
A. Plenty of them! Dachshunds, a Bulldog, Poodles and crossbreeds.

Q. When did you see a Sheltie for the very first time and was it love at first sight?
A. Birmingham show in 1956.

Q. Were you only attracted to Shelties, or was there any other breed you would have liked?
A. Was attracted to Rough Collies via ‘Lassie’, but then met shelties.....

Q. Have you ever owned or exhibited any other breed?

A. | owned and exhibited a Miniature Poodle and Toy Poodle at the same time as Shelties. In one class
| was trying to keep the tails up and the next class keeping them down!

Also handled a Standard Wirehaired Dachshund, and my sister’s Great Dane.

Q. Do you have a favourite colour in the breed?

A. To live with, sables have to come first with their wide varieties of colourings. | have
dabbled with tris but never bred a blue. A family decision. But | always appreciate any good
sheltie in any colour.



Q. When did you start handling/showing dogs?
A. 1958.

Q. When did you register the Janetstown affix?
A. 1960.

Q. What was the name of your first Champion, and what year was that?
A. Ch Janetstown Jacqualine, who was born in 1961 and became a Champion in 1965.

Q. When did you judge your first show, and how did you feel on that morning?

A. | first judged at Northfield and N Worcester Limited show in 1964. Collies and Shelties.
Can’t really remember how | felt that morning!! What | did realize later, after several
appointments, was that | did not really know as much as | thought.

Q. Which is your most memorable Judging appointment?

A. For atmosphere Crufts 1991 which was the Centenary show of Crufts the first time it was
held at the NEC (National Exhibition Centre).

To judge at the English Shetland Sheepdog Club’s Championship show is a great honour which
| have now done three times. It is always a place for people to bring out their puppies and
that does not happen at Crufts.

Q. I just know you will have some interesting or funny stories to tell about breeding, or your
stud dogs, or shows. Will you share some with us?

A. Showing shelties is a serious business when competing, but having a good day out and
keeping a sense of humour is very important and one can often have a giggle. The time my
friend brought her bacon box rather than the box of sandwiches and the day the elderly judge
had her skirt on inside out!

Q. We all have a special dog that we have owned that pulls at our heartstrings forever, which
was yours and why?

A. Obviously my very first Sheltie, Sally, (by Helensdale Frolic) was a great pal to me as a
teenager, very nervous and anything but cuddly, but very faithful. She came everywhere with
me.

Q. You have bred some lovely dogs, which are you most proud of?

A. Ch Jack Point of Janetstown was special but was not bred by me. Ch Janetstown Jogalong
has been very special because not only is he a Champion but he competed and won in agility.
The only tri | have competed with, Ch Janetstown Jeana, is very close and always keeps me on
my toes when | am showing her as | never know what she is going to do next!! As one moves
on they all have their own particular characteristics which means they live here.

Q. What is the most memorable win that you have had?
A. Every big win is memorable. Crufts with Ch Jack Point of Janetstown and latterly when
Jeana won BIS at the English Shetland Sheepdog Club Ch show last year. That was a bonus.

Q. Have you judged anywhere outside of UK?
A. Norway, Sweden, Finland, Denmark, Germany, Netherlands, Luxembourg, France, Canada

Q. What are your thoughts on ‘Alternative medicine’ for dogs?

A. 1l am very much into Alternative and Complementary remedies and therapies. | have seen
for myself, and the dogs, the consequences of some drugs/vaccines/foods and have had great
success with homoeopathy for myself, my family and dogs. But | do realise that one should
not forget the veterinary profession. We do need them.



Q. What have you seen change the most in Shelties since you first owned one?

A. Temperament has greatly improved. My first sheltie was incredibly shy so | do try hard to
breed good temperament. This can go in cycles and the sheltie can always keep you guessing.
But the one thing that you do not know about a stud dog is what their offspring’s
temperament will be like and what they are like to live with.

Size also goes in cycles. Movement has improved beyond all measure. There were more
shelties with ‘two legs coming out of one hole’ 45 years ago! Coats are almost getting
extravagant!

Q. What, if anything would you like to see improved in the breed?

A. Keeping to the breed standard.

One can always try to improve but as Mary Davis’ would say ‘Beggars can’t be choosers.”
Old fashioned stock breeding is a case of breeding from the best — not 2" best. | was told in
my earlier days that ‘you will never get anywhere by using inferior stud dogs’. That may be
the case but | am great believer in that champions don’t always produce champions.

| like to see and hear what a dog is producing at the same time as knowing the pedigree and
the dogs behind. That only comes with time in the breed.

Q. Apart from your own dogs, if you could have owned any other dog, from any country,
which would it be?

A. Having been brought up with Miniature Long-haired Dachshunds they would be my next
choice

Q. In the current climate of legislation and soaring costs, what future do you feel there is for
Sheltie Breeders, breed clubs and dog shows?

A. The current costs of showing, or rather getting there, is becoming prohibitive so | think that
the local shows (championship, open and limited) will become more local. Some of the open
shows are not getting the entries and some societies are closing. When | first started there
were very few open shows so they were well supported, had a breed judge and were
sponsored by the clubs. An average of over eight per class would be quite normal. The
Limited and Sanction shows were good training ground for puppies and seeing other breeds
taught one a lot. The Club shows are always, to my mind, the best.

With regard to all the testing, and proposed testing, | think it is going over the top. Eye testing
is all important and still has to be done in spite of DNA testing.

Q. Tell us about your hopes and dreams for the future?

A. Hoping that the next puppy fulfils the expectations!

Seriously though, | hope that breeders will keep reading the Breed Standard and heed what it
says, particularly at the start where it says ‘...without cloddiness and coarseness’. The
Shetland Sheepdog or Fairy dog should still apply.

Hoping that the whole scene remains as good as it has been - or have | seen the best?

Dog of the Year 2010/11 competition Final
At Crufts

| feel very honoured that Jan has asked me to write a few words about a competition which one of our
Shelties recently took part in.

Before | start, it is most important to say a HUGE “thank you” to Jean and Alison Lycett (Iliad) for
breeding Esme. They used one of our stud dogs (Castlerose Colour of Magic at Shelperro) on their
blue merle bitch (lliad Isadora Bumble) and it was this proving litter that produced Esme (lliad Isawitch
at Castlerose). She was one of five puppies (two tricolours, one blue merle, one bi-blue and Esme —a
black and white). | have always had a penchant for black and white Shelties and each time we visited
Jean and Alison to look at their litter | used to attempt to “spirit” the little black and white one away
without Jean seeing. Eventually, she gave in and said | could have her!

We very quickly built up a special bond, which was reinforced when at the age of 4 she nearly died,
having choked on her evening meal. Thankfully | managed to revive her, resuscitating her on the way
to the vets. This made her even more special and precious to me.

In the UK there is a charity called Pets As Therapy, which since its inception in 1983 supplies visiting
dogs to hospitals, residential homes, hospices, special needs schools and the like. Currently in the UK
there are approximately 4,700 registered Pets As Therapy visiting dogs. These dogs are chosen across
all breeds and mixed breeds purely on their temperament and ability to cope with sometimes stressful
situations which they encounter. The county in which we live is Shropshire, UK, in which we have 50
registered PAT dogs. Our Castlerose kennel are proud to say that we have bred 10 of these.
Throughout the country there are 68 registered Shetland Sheepdogs and again, we are very proud to
say that we have bred approximately 20% of these.

The competition each year to find the Pets As Therapy dog of the year is run in conjunction with Hi-
Life pet food and the voting is in three parts; the first part takes account of nominations from
individuals and establishments which the dog visits, the second part (and here | must thank so many of
you) is by voting either on-line or through a magazine voting form, and the third section of the votes
are cast by a “celebrity” panel.

My 10 year old black and white Sheltie, Esme, was nominated by all four nursing homes which she

visits regularly. Combined with other votes cast, she managed to reach the final six candidates in the
competition. The final of this competition was held this year on the Saturday at Crufts.

She was required, however, to be there for rehearsal at 9.30pm on the evening before. | was on the
Discover Dogs stand with two of our other Shelties during Friday daytime, but Esme refused to be
quiet in her cage and demanded to come out and be fussed by the general public, so by the time the
rehearsal actually took place, she was exhausted after such a busy day. Thankfully, by Saturday
afternoon, after an enforced rest, she marched proudly into the Best in Show arena at Crufts, taking
her place with the other five finalists and supporting dogs. The placings in the competition are five
runners up and one winner. After having a resume of her nominations from the nursing homes
announced, she was called out to be presented with the trophy, certificate and prize money and
rosette for the 1° runner-up. Needless to say, | was as proud of her as if she had won the competition
overall.

It was a great thrill to be able to walk into the Best in Show ring at Crufts with a Shetland Sheepdog. |
feel that although Esme has never been a show dog (she only made 12%"” in height!) she has well
represented the breed and has given Shelties some great publicity. | have enclosed a photograph of
myself with the Chairman of Pets As Therapy (Brian Howard), a friend of ours - Claire Stephens (who
herself owns two of our Shelties, both of whom are PAT dogs) and, of course, Esme in the centre
loving every minute of it!

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"You know | loved Dusty, and | thought I'd like to live his way, being wild and free. He could go out into the fields
and hills whenever he wanted, never on a lead, and he could find his own food by hunting. ...I can't feed myself
like cats. | wish | could... So | had a better dream. Every time | look out there across the road to the sheep fields,
| wish | were a real Working Dog, out in the fields all day..."

Of course they have their share of fun and mischief, especially in Dad's precious vegetable garden: -

"We are going to have some fun now” Pippin chuckled. "Let's pull and tug at those bean plants to make
the whole row shake - just like you do shaking your floppy bunny Seren"

| wrote because the Shelties inspired me, and | enjoyed being under their spell. The stories reflect their real life
setting in the Welsh countryside, supported by beautiful illustrations by our daughter Jen Delyth which also
reflect that Celtic tradition.

Heart Dogs

The year 1996 was a very special year indeed.

In the May, my husband and | married and began our lives together in our first home. As both of us
had come from 'doggie' families, our new house seemed so cold and unwelcoming without a faithful
friend to share it with, so we started to 'borrow' my late Mum's shelties and bring them up to visit us
daily in our new home. Sometimes, one of them would stay overnight, but we knew that they would
never live with us permanently, as they were my Mum's girls.

My Mum and | had taken a fancy to a Champion sable and white male sheltie that we had admired
whilst showing our own shelties. We had previously expressed an interest with the owner / breeder to
possibly purchase a dog puppy sired by their dog, if and when one was produced. We thought no
more about it, just hoping that when one came along, we would be contacted.

Whilst on honeymoon, | had a message come through from my employers; | had gained a major
promotion in work. | had only been in the new office for a matter of weeks, when we received a
phone call to say that there was a sable dog puppy available, sired by the Champion dog that we had
so greatly admired.

We made the long journey the very next day to view the puppy. When we arrived at the breeder's
house, we were greeted by her hubby who opened the front door with the puppy in his arms - we
knew there and then that he would be coming home with us. As | am an avid Heavy Metal fan, we
chose a Kennel Club name for him that related to one of my favourite bands - Rikki Rocket, a band
member in a group called Poison.

Rikki proved to be the naughtiest puppy you could imagine and he loved everyone and everything - it
was so obvious from the onset that he was going to be a "one in a million” dog. As we both worked
full time, Rikki spent his days at my Mum's house. He was always such a busy bee and full of beans.
He had a successful show career around the Open shows and by the age of two, had gained over 25
Best of Breed awards. Indeed, he also gained a Best In Show award too. Rikki was born to 'show' - or
rather, 'show off ‘!!
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It was around that time that | heard about ‘Pets As Therapy’ dogs. | just knew that Rikki would make a
fabulous PAT dog, visiting hospitals etc. He flew through his assessment and soon we found a local old
peoples hospital which we visited every week. There was one lady patient in particular whom | had

been warned about by the staff. They told be to be very careful when talking to her as she was known
to be violent to staff and visitors. | was told that she did not speak either, unless in one of her frenzies.

Well, on my very first day of visiting, Rikki and | made our way around the patients, stopping to chat
and letting them stroke him. Then, out of the blue, a lady shouted out loudly to me, waving a walking
stick “What are you doing here with that dog?” It was the patient | had been warned about. | took
Rikki over to her and explained why we were there. She said "Well, why haven't you brought him over
to see me then?” and promptly started talking to Rikki, who was wagging his tail like there was no
patients tomorrow. | was amazed and so were the staff. Rikki proved to be a popular visitor, but |
always had to take him over to visit 'that' lady first. She used to keep hard boiled sweets in her
pocket, ready for Rikki on his visits. Of course, | would take them willingly and tell her he would have
them later, once he had eaten his dinner - | did not want to offend her!

We moved house a few years later and one evening, my Mum and | went to a local club to attend a
charity fund raising evening for disabled children. During the evening, | had the bright idea that if Rikki
could be brought to the Club there and then he would prove very popular with the children there on
the night and could in some way, help to raise some money. So, a quick phone call home and Rikki was
brought to the Club, proudly wearing his PAT dog coat to show that he was 'at work’. The organisers
though it would be a great idea for Rikki and | to go on stage and charge all the kids a pound to stroke
Rikki - needless to say, we raised a great sum and the kids (and Rikki and I!!) really enjoyed our
evening.

Sadly, when Rikki was young he was diagnosed with Colitis, which when is first discovered, can be a
very frightening experience for the owner. After treatment and a careful diet, Rikki recovered. Very
soon after that, | discovered that Rikki had a melanoma on his ear. It was removed by our vet and sent
for analysis - the results showed that it was the kind of cancer that could cause secondary tumours.
After that first operation, | decided that it would be best for Rikki to retire early as a PAT dog, in case
his ear remained sore, as part of the ear had also been removed.

After discussing things with
my vet, | decided it would be the best for Rikki if he was brought home to familiar surroundings - sure
as eggs, that night he lost more blood and | was devastated - no way was | going to lose this little
fellow. | called my local Homeopath who suggested Aconite followed by Arnica - the results were very
soon apparent and Rikki pulled through - again! That was roughly six years ago.

| am delighted to say, at the time of writing this story, our beloved Rikki Rocket is very nearly 15. Old
age has rendered him blind and deaf, but he is still very active and certainly does not look his age. |

Last year, | even bought him one of those 'doggie prams', to save him from walking too much whilst
we are out and about - but, Rikki being Rikki , finds an escape route and prefers to walk !!
